	Methodological explanations  

Crude birth rate is the number of resident live births for a specified area during a specified period (usually a calendar year) divided by the total population (usually mid-year) for that area and multiplied by 1000.

Age-specific fertility rates refer to the number of births to females in a particular age category in a particular year compared to the number of females in that age category.
Average age of mothers at birth is determined by multiplication of average age of mothers at birth by age-specific birth during the current year. Average age of mothers is equal to average generation length of resident population. As characteristic of a model, the average age of mother functionally depends on net reproduction rate of the population and average annual increase of the stable population.   
   Births by women being at officially unregistered marriage are births by women whose marriages are not registered by registration office of the Ministry of Justice.  Information on father in birth certificate of child is defined based on joint statement of mother and father or based on court  decision on affiliation. Share of illegitimate children  is calculated as ratio of all livebirth to number of illegitimate children and measured in percent.
